Amendingthe act of May 1, 1933 (P.L.103,No.69), entitled“An actconcerning
townshipsof the secondclass; and amending,revising, consolidating,and
changingthelaw relatingthereto,”furtherprovidingfor thecompensationof the
townshiptreasurer.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section531,actof May 1,1933(P.L.103,No.69),knownas
“TheSecondClassTownshipCode,”reenactedandamendedJuly10, 1947
(P.L.1481, No.567), and amendedJune 6, 1963 (P.L.69, No.46), is
amendedto read:

Section531. Compensation.—Thetownshiptreasurershallreceive,as
compensationfor his services,salary,wagesoracertainpercentageon all
moneysreceivedandpaidby him,whichcompensationshallbedetermined
by the supervisorsof the townships.

Exceptasotherwiseprovidedin section540 hereof,theamountpaidto
thetreasurerastreasurerandsecretary,shall[not exceedthreeper centum
of the money paid out by the treasurer, but it shall not be lessthanfifty
dollars; and the calculation of such maximum compensationshall not
include any percentageupon money paid out by the treasurer for the
repayment of loans,notes,certificates,or other evidencesof indebtedness,
or other borrowed moneys.]bedeterminedby theboardof supervisors,
exceptthat wherea supervisorisservingassecretaryand/ortreasurerthe
auditorsshallfix thecompensation.

Section2. Thisact shall takeeffect in 60 days.
