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AN ACT
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Providingfor theapprovalordisapprovalof applicationsfor a permit relatingto

the constructionor maintenanceof improvementsto real estate.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. A municipality which regulatesthe construction,erection,
maintenance,operationor repair of buildings, structuresor devicesby
meansof an ordinancerequiringthe filing ofanapplication,thepayment
of a feeandtheissuanceof apermitshallrendera decisioneitherapproving
or disapprovingthe application for a permit within 90 days after the
applicationis filed unlessthe ordinancerequiresa decisionwithin a lesser
period of time, provided that anydisapprovalof the applicationshallbe
issuedwithin said 90-dayperiod containinga brief explanationsetting
forth the reasonsfor said disapprovaland the manner in which the
application can be correctedand/or modified to obtain the required
approval.If no decisionis renderedon theapplicationwithin90 days,the
applicationshallbedeemedto beapprovedandthepermitshallbedeemed
to have been grantedimmediately,unlessthe applicant hasagreedin
writing to an extensionof time. No agreementto extensionof time for
action may be made a part of an application form nor may any such
agreementbe requiredof any applicantunder threatof denial of the
application.

As usedin thissection,“buildings,structuresor devices”meansanything
constructedor erectedwith a fixed location on or in thegroundincluding
dwellings,offices,placesofassembly,mobilehomes,signs,walls,fences,or
otherimprovementsto realestate.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
