Amending the actof February 1, 1966 (1965P. L.1656,No.581),entitled “An act
concerningboroughs,andrevising,amendingandconsolidatingthe lawrelating
to boroughs,” providing for membership in mayoral associationsand
authorizingthe paymentof expensesrelating thereto.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The act of February 1, 1966 (1965 P.L.1656, No.581),
known as “The BoroughCode,” is amendedby addinga sectionto read:

Section 704. Associationsand Organizationsfor Mayors.—Afly
mayor mayjoin a mayors’associationand boroughcouncilshall pay
reasonabkdues,not to exceedtwenty-fivedollars($25),asmaybefixedby
theassociationfor eachmayorbelongingto thatassociation.Themayor
mayattendtheannualmeetingoftheassociation,whichshallbeheldin the
Commonwealth in accordancewith the procedure adopted by the
association. Each mayor shall be allowedfor expensesincurred in
attendingthemeetinganamountnotexceedingfifty dollar~$50)per-day,
togetherwith twelvecents(12c)per mileingoingtoandreturningfromthe
meeting.Thetimespentin attendingsaidmeetingshallnot bemorethan
four days,including time in traveling to andfrom themeeting.

Section2. This act shalltakeeffect immediately.
