AmendingTitle 24 (Education)of thePennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,further

providingfor optionalmembershipin the system.
The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby

enactsas follows:

Section1. Section8301 of Title24,actof November25, 1970(P.L.707,
No.230), known as the PennsylvaniaConsolidated Statutes, added
October2, 1975 (No.96), is amendedto read:
§ 8301. Mandatoryand optional membership.

(a) Mandatorymembership—Membershipin the systemshall be
mandatoryas of theeffectivedateof employmentforall schoolemployees
exceptthe following:

(1) Any officer oremployeeof theDepartmentof Education,State-
ownededucationalinstitutions,communitycolleges,areavocational-
technical schools, technical institutes, or the Pennsylvania State
University and who is a memberof the State Employees’Retirement
Systemor a memberof anotherretirementprogramapprovedby the
employer.

(2) Any schoolemployeewho is employedon a perdiem or hourly
basisfor less than 80 full-day sessionsor 500 hours in any fiscalyear.

(3) Any officer or employee of a governmentalentity who
subsequentto December22, 1965andprior to July 1,1975administers,
supervises,or teachesclassesfinancedwholly or in part by the Federal
Governmentso long as he continuesin suchservice.

(4) A fly part-timeschoolemployeewho hasanindividual retiremerJ
accountpursuantto theFederalact ofSeptember2, 1974(Public Law
93-406, 88 Stat. 829), known as the “EmployeeRetirementIncome
SecurityAct of 1974.”
(b) Prohibited membership.—Theschool employeescategorizedin

subsection(a)(1) and(2) shallnothavethe right toelectmembershipin the
system.

(c) Optional membership.—Theschool employees categorizedin
subsection(a)(3) and, if otherwiseeligible,subsection(a)(4) shallhavethe
right to electmembershipin the system.Oncesuchelectionis exercised,
membershipshall commencefrom theoriginaldateof eligibility andshall
continueuntil the terminationof suchservice.

Section2. Thisactshall takeeffect immediatelyandapplyto persons
having an individual retirementaccount as provided in 24 Pa.C.S.§
8301(a)(4)on or after September2, 1974.
