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AN ACT

HB 2202

Amending the act of December11, 1967 (P.L.707, No.331), entitled “An act
providing for and regulating thoroughbredhorse racing with pari-mutuel
wageringonthe resultsthereof,creatingtheStateHorseRacingCommissionas
an independentadministrativecommissionanddefining its powersand duties;
providing for the establishmentand operationof thoroughbredhorseracing
plants; imposing taxeson revenuesof suchplants; disposing of all moneys
receivedby thecommissionandall moneyscollectedfromthe taxes;authorizing
penalties;and making appropriations,”further providingfor incorporation.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The lastparagraphof section3, act of December11, 1967
(P.L.707,No.331),referredto asthe StateHorseRacingLaw, is amended
to read:

Section3. Incorporation._* * *

No corporationorganizedpursuantto thisact shallhaveor begiventhe
right or powerto conductany thoroughbredhorseracemeetpursuantto
this act, excepton obtaininga licensefrom the commissionand at the
location or locationsdesignatedin its [certificate of incorporationi license
as the place or placesat which it was proposedto conductits business:
Provided,That this restriction shall not apply to any suchcorporation
whoseracingplantor theusefulnessthereofor ofanymaterialpartthereof,
in the discretionof the commission,shall, for any reasonbeyond the
control of such corporation,be totally destroyedor so substantially
interfered with or damagedas to render sameunfit for continued
operation.Pendingthe rebuildingor restorationof its usefulness,or the
makingof the requiredrepairsto saidplantor thepartthereofsodestroyed
or damaged,the State Horse Racing Commission may license such
corporationto conduct its thoroughbredhorse racing meetingsat any
othersuitable location.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
