Amendingtheactof May 16, 1921 (P.L.:579,No.262),entitled,asamended,“An act
providing for the bettermanagementofthe jails orcountyprisonsin the several
countiesof this Commonwealthof the third, fourth, fifth classesandin certain
countiesof the sixth classby creating,in suchcounties,a boardto beknownby
the nameand style of inspectorsof the jail or county prison,with authority to
appointa wardenof suchprison,and by vestingin said board,andtheofficers
appointedby it, thesafe-keeping,discipline, andemploymentof prisonersand
the governmentand managementcf said jails or county prisons,”requiring
certainboardmeetingsto be held at. the prison.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section2, actof May 16, 1921 (P.L.579,No.262),entitled,
as amended,“An act providingfor the bettermanagementof thejails or
county prisonsin the severalcountiesof thisCommonwealthof thethird,
fourth, fifth classesandin certaincountiesof the sixthclassby creating,in
suchcounties,a boardto beknown by the nameandstyleof inspectorsof
thejail or countyprison,withauthoritytoappointa wardenof suchprison,
and by vesting in said board,and the officers appointedby it, the safe-
keeping,discipline,andemploymentof prisonersandthegovernmentand
managementof saidjails or county prisons,”reenactedOctober26, 1972
(P.L.1053,No.265), is amendedto read:

Section 2. That,within thirty daysafterthisactshall becomeeffective
in any county, the above-namedboardshall meetandorganizeby the
electionof a presidentandsecretary.A majority of the membersof said
board shall constitutea quorumfor the transactionof business,andall
actions of said board mustbe by the approvalof a majority of all the
membersof said board. The board shall meet monthly, or oftener if
required,and keepregularminutesof their proceedingsin a book, to be
filed with thefinancialrecordsof eachofsaidcounties,andshallmakesuch
rulesandregulationsfor thegovernmentandmanagementof the prison,
andthe safe-keeping,discipline,andemploymentof the prisoners,as may
be deemednecessary.Suchmeetingsshall beheldat theprisonno lessthan
quarterly. Theboardshallappointa wardenof theprison~,whoshall reside
in the buildingi. The warden,subjectto the approvalof the board, may
appointsuchdeputyor deputies,assistantor assistants,keeperorkeepers,
as may be requiredin the taking care of the prison. The numberand
compensationof suchdeputies,assistants,or keepersshallbefixed by the
salaryboard.
