Mandatingthe Public Utility Commissionto requirecertain utilities to refund to

consumerscertain sumsof moneys.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The Public Utility Commissionis herebyrequiredto order
any public utility whichis found by thecommissionaftera hearingto have
improperlypaid a sum in excessof its contractprice for coal during the
calendar year 1974 to refund said improper excess amount to its
consumers.The Public Utility Commissionshall overseeanddirect the
processof such refunding of th.e money to the consumers.The money
refundedtotheconsumerspursuanttothisactshallbepaid fromtheequity
of the stockholdersof said companies.

Section 2. The commission shall adopt regulations which shall
prohibit utilities subjectto its jurisdictionfrom payingfor or agreeingto
pay for goods,services,equipment,or fuels at pricesin excessof those
containedincontractsexistingbetweensuchutilities andprovidersofsuch
goods,services,equipment,or fuel services.

Section 3. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
