Amendingtheact of July28, 1953 (P.L.723,No.230),entitled,asamended,“An act
relatingto countiesof thesecondclassandsecondclassA; amending,revising,
consolidatingand changingthe laws relating thereto,”further providingfor
physicalexaminationsof applicantsfor civil servicepositions.

TheGeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection(b) of section1509andsection 1517,actof July
28, 1953 (P.L.723, No.230), known asthe “SecondClassCountyCode,”
amendedAugust 13, 1963 (P.L.662,No.347),are amendedto read:

Section 1509. GeneralProvisionsRelatingto Examinations.—

(b) All examinationsfor positionsor promotionsin the police force
and for positions or promotions as firemen or fire inspectorsshall be
practical in characterand shall relate to such mattersandincludesuch
inquiriesas will fairly testthe meritandfitnessof the personsexaminedto
dischargethe dutiesof theemploymentsoughtby them.All examinations
shall be open to all applicantswho havethe minimum qualifications
requiredby the rulesandregulations,but in no caseshallanapplicantfor
promotionin the policeforcebe considereduntil suchapplicantshallhave
first servedthreeyearsin the police force in which he seekspromotion.
Eachapplicantfor examinationshallbe subjectto therulesadoptedby the
commission,and shall be requiredto submit to a physicalexamination.
[before being admitted to the regular examination held by the
commission.]

Section 1517. Physical Examinations.—All applicants for
examination shall undergo a physical examination,which shall be
conductedunderthesupervisionof a doctorof medicineappointedby the
boardof countycommissioners.No personshall be eligible [to takean
examination]for appointmentuntil saiddoctorcertifiestothecommission
that the applicantis free from any bodily or mentaldefects,deformity or
diseasethat might incapacitatehim from the dischargeof the dutiesof the
position desiredin the police force or as fireman or fire inspector.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
