contracts.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby

enactsas follows:

Section 1. The title, act of January24, 1966(1965 P.L.l535,No.537),
knownasthe“PennsylvaniaSewageFacilitiesAct,” amendedJuly22, 1974

(P.L.621,No.208),is amendedto read:

Providing for the planningandregulationof communitysewagesystems

Section2. Theact is amendedby addinga sectionto read:
Section 7.1. LandSaleContracts.—(a) Everycontract/orthesaleof

a lot as defined in section 2 for which there is no currently existing
community sewagesystemavailable shall contain a statementin the
contractclearly indicating to thebuyerthat there isno comm-unitysewage
systemavailableandthat a permit for an individual sewagesystemwill
haveto be obtainedpursuant to section7. Thecontractshall also clearly
state that the buyer should contact the local agency charged with
administering this act before signing the contract to determine the
procedureand requirementsfor obtaining a permit for an individual
sewagesystemif onehasnot afready beenobtained.For purposesof this
section the terms “community sewagesystem”and “individual sewage
system”shall be construedto excludeany drainagesystemfor thecontrol-
of surfacewater or the control of storm runoff water.

(b) Any contractfor thesale of a lot which doesnot conform to the
requirementsofsubsection(a) shall not beenforceablebytheseller-against
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thebuyer.Any term of suchcontractpurporting towaive therightsojthc
buyerto the disclosuresrequired in subsection(a) shall be void.

Section3. This act shall takeeffect in 60 daysandshall apply to all
contractsmadethereafter.
