Amendingtheactof May29, 1956 (P.L.1845,No.611),entitled“An actauthorizing
the creationof regionalplanning commissionsby counties,cities, boroughs,
townsor townships;authorizinginterstateparticipationin regionalplanning
undercertainconditions;andconferringpowersandimposingdutiesonregional
planning commissions,” further providing for the compositionof regional
planning commissions.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection(a) of section 202, act of May 29, 1956
(P.L.1845,No.611),knownasthe“RegionalPlanningLaw,” isamendedto
read:

Section202. Creation, Appointment and Operation of Regional
PlanningCommission.—(a) The legislativebodyof two or morepolitical
subdivisionsmay, by ordinanceor resolution,authorizetheestablishment
or membershipin andsupport of a regionalplanningcommission.The
number and qualifications of the membersof any regional planning
commissionandtheir termsand methodof appointmentor removalshall
besuchasmay be determinedandagreedupon by thelegislativebodies.A
majority of the membersof the regionalplanningcommissionshall[hold
no other public office or position exceptingappointive membership on a
municipal or other planningcommission]at thetimeof appointmenttothe
commission and throughout the duration of their service on the
commissionbe locally ekctedofficials. Membersof a regionalplanning
commissionshallservewithoutsalarybutmaybe paidexpensesiricurredin
the performanceof their duties. The regionalplanningcommissionshall
electa chairmanwhoseterm shall not exceedoneyearand who shall be
eligible for reelection.The commissionmay createand fill such other
offices as it may determine.

Section2. Thisact shalltake effect in 60 days.
