Section 5. (a) The act of June 4, 1976 (No.7-A), known as the
“General Appropriation Act of 1976,” is repealed insofar as it is
inconsistentherewith.

(b) The act of July 1, 1976 (No.17-A), known as the “Federal
AugmentationAppropriation Act of 1976,” is repealedinsofaras it is
inconsistentherewith.

Section 6. This act shall takeeffect immediately.

I wishto reiteratemy positionascontainedinmyvetomessageof Senate
Bill No. 1542 that the GeneralAssembly has no right to appropriate
Federalmoneyscontraryto Federallaw. By my action in allowing the
FederalAugmentationFundssectionof the bill to becomelaw, I do not
condonetheactionsof theGeneralAssemblyinseemingly“appropriating”
Federalmoneys.

I muststateagain, clearly and unequivocably,that were it not for the
involvementof social service programs- thosethat aid citizens - I would
veto this sectionof HouseBill No. 2359. However, sincethe Legislature
adjournedsinedie,if I wereto vetothis sectionthesecitizenswould be the
onesto suffer. Therefore,I mustreluctantlyacceptthissegmentofthe bill.
