SB 874

Appropriating the Federal augmentation to the Executive and Judicial
Departmentsof theCommonwealthandestablishingrestrictedreceiptsaccounts
for thefiscal periodJuly 1, 1977to June30, 1978 andfor the paymentof bills
incurredand remainingunpaidatthecloseof thefiscal periodendingJune30,
1977; and requiring the submission of certain budget reductionplans and
authorizingthe StateTreasurerto withhold certainpayments.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. This act shallbe knownandmay be citedas the“Federal
AugmentationAppropriation Act of 1977.”

Section2. The following sums, or as much thereof as may be
necessary, are hereby specifically appropriated from the Federal
augmentationfunds to the several hereinafternamedagenciesof the
Executive and Judicial Departmentsof the Commonwealthfor the
paymentof theexpensesof implementingandcarryingout theprograms
statedhereinfor thefiscalyearbeginningJuly 1, 1977andfor thepayment
of bills incurred andremainingunpaid at the close of the fiscal period
ending June30, 1977.

(c) In theeventa GeneralAppropriationActfor anyfiscalyearhasnot
beenenactedinto law ten daysprior to thecommencementof thatfiscal
year, theGovernorshallcauseto bepublishedin thePennsylvaniaBulletin
prior tothetermination of thecurrentfiscalyeara statementofthedetails
of the GeneralAppropriation Act and its amendmentsthat shall be
extendedinto thenewfiscalyear, witha certification thateithersufficient
revenuesareavailableto coversuchappropriationfor theetir~fis’eal-Hyear

I also am quoting a letter from the Attorney Generalconcerning

“The bill amendsthe act of August 20, 1977 (No.11A) known as the
‘General AppropriationsAct of 1977’ by reducinga numberof items
heretoforeappropriatedby theaforesaidact.In addition, thebillpurports
toamendtheactby providingthatin theeventageneralappropriationbill
isnotfinally enactedby thefirst dayofthefiscalyeartowhic’nit relates;ihe
generalappropriationbill finally enactedfor theprecedingfiscalyearshall
be reenactedandremainin effectuntil theGeneralAppropriationAct for
the next succeedingyear takeseffect subject to any amendmentsand
subjectto theavailabilityof revenues.Thebill furtherprovidesprocedures
for the implementationof this process.

“It is our opinion that the amendmentspurportingto automatically
reenactthe existingGeneralAppropriationAct for the succeedingfiscal
year and providing procedures for such implementation are
unconstitutionaland thereforehaveno effect whatsoever.

“These amendmentsto the GeneralAppropriationAct of 1977 violate
the following provisionsof theConstitution.

“Article Ill, §1 of the Constitutionprovides,‘No law shall be passed
exceptby bill, andno bill shall be so alteredor amended,on its passage
througheitherHouse,as to changeits original purpose.’

“The automatic reenactmentof an appropriationbill violates this
provisionin that it would constitutea law passedwithout a bill.

“Article III, §3 of the Constitutionprovides,‘No bill shall be passed
containingmorethanonesubject,which shall beclearlyexpressedin its

title, excepta generalappropriationbill ora bill codifyingorcompilingthe
law or a part thereof.’

“The amendmentviolatesthisprovisionin that it is not expressedin the
title. The title merelygives noticeof ‘changingcertainappropriations’for
thefiscalperiodJuly 1, 1977to June30,1978.As notedby JusticeMitchell
in Commonwealthcxre/Appellantv. Greggeta!., 161 Pa.582,‘thehistory
and purposeof that section are well known. It was aimed at the
objectionablepracticeof puttinga measureof doubtfulstren-gthonits-own
merits,into thegeneralappropriationbill.. . in orderto compelmembers
to vote for it or bring the wheelsof governmentto a stop. The same
constitutionalcommentis embodiedin Section 16 of Article IV givingthe
Governorpowerto disapproveseparateitems of appropriationbills.’

“Article III, §4 provides that every bill shall be consideredon three
different daysin eachHouse. It further providesthatnobill shall become
law unlessonits final passagethevote istakenby yeasandnays,thenames
of personsvoting for and againstit areenteredon the journal, and a
majority of the memberselectedto eachHouseis recordedasvoting in its
favor.

“The automatic reenactmentof the appropriationbill violates this
provisionin that no bill would beconsideredineachHouse;novotewould
havebeentakennor the namesrecordedof the personsvoting for and
againstsuch reenactment;anda majorityof thememberselectedto each
Housewould not havevotedin favor thereof.

“Article III, §8 providesthat the presidingofficer of eachHouseshall
sign all bills passedby the GeneralAssemblyand the signingshall be
enteredon thejournal.

“An automaticreenactmentwithout a bill violatesthis sectionof the
Constitution.

“Article III, §9 of theConstitutionprovidesthateveryorder,resolution
orvoteto which theconcurrenceof bothHousesmaybenecessary,except
on the questionof adjournment,shall bepresentedto the Governorand
beforeit shalltakeeffectbe approvedby him, or beingdisapproved,shall
be repassedby two-thirdsof bothHouses.

“The autcmatic reenactmentof the appropriationbill violates this
provision of the Constitutionin that it purportsto takeeffect without
submissionto or approvalby the Governor.Theamendmentwould have
the effect of abrogatingtheconstitutionalpowerof theGovernorto veto
legislation.

“Article III, §11 of the Constitution provides that the general
appropriation bill shall embracenothing but appropriationsfor the
Executive,Legislative andJudicial departmentsof theCommonwealth.

“The automatic reenactmentof the appropriationbill which further
providesfor the implementationof proceduresviolates this provisionof
the Constitution. SeeOfficial Opinionof AttorneyGeneralNo. 16(1957).

“Article III, §24oftheConstitutionprovidesthatno moneyshallbepaid
out of the Treasuryexcept on appropriationsmadeby law.

“The automaticreenactmentof theappropriationbill would not be an
appropriationmadein accordancewith the Constitutionandlaws of this
Commonwealthand violates this provision. The amendmentto the act
statesthat such reenactmentshall be sufficient authority for the State
Treasurerto makedisbursementsof funds.Suchamendmentin the bill is
absolutely void insofar as it attemptsto supersedethe constitutional
provision controlling this issue.

“Article IV, §15 of theConstitutionprovidesthateverybill which shall
be passedby both Houses shall be presentedto the Governor. If he
approves,heshallsignit, butif heshallnot approve,heshallreturnit with
hisobjectionsto theHousein whichit shallhaveoriginated.if it isreturne4
with his objections(veto),it maybecomelaw if approvedby two-thirds of
the memberselectedto eachHouse.

“The automatic reenactmentof the appropriationbill violates this
section in that it would havethe effect of abrogatingthe constitutional
powerof theGovernorto vetoandtherequirementof a voteapprovedby
two-thirds of the memberselectedto eachHouseto overridesuchveto.

“Article IV, §16 providesthat the Governorshall havethe powerto
disapproveof any item or items of any bill making appropriationsof
money and further requiringa two-thirds vote of the membersof each
Houseto override the Executiveveto.

“The automatic reenactmentof the appropriationbill violates this
provisionof theConstitutiongrantingtheGovernorthepowerof itemveto
of appropriationsbills andtherequirementof avote of two-thirds of the
membersof eachHouseto overridesuchitemveto.

“Article VIII. § 12 oftheConstitutionprovidesthatannually,atthetime
set by law, theGovernorshall submit to theGeneralAssemblyabalanced
operatingbudgetfor theensuingfiscal yearsettingforthindetailproposed
expendituresclassified by departmentor agencyand by programand
estimatedrevenuesfrom all sources.It further providesthat if estimated
revenuesandavailablesurplusare less thanproposedexpenditures,the
Governor shall recommend specific additional sources of revenue
sufficient to pay the deficiency.

“The automatic reenactmentof the appropriation bill vitiates the
purposeandeffect of this provisionof the Constitution.
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“This provision andthe otherprovisionsof the Constitutionenvision
that eachGovernorin eachyearshall presenta budget;that that budget
shall be consideredby the LegislatureandthateachLegislatorshallhave
thepower,dutyandresponsibilityof voting for or againstappropriations;
thatsuchbill musthavea majorityof themembersof eachHousevotingin
favorthereofandtheir namesandvotesrecorded;thatsuchappropriation
bill in eachyear shall besubmittedto the Governor,who pursuantto the
Constitution, possessesthe power to veto or item veto; and that the
Legislatureand eachmemberthereofpossessesthe powerto vote for or
againstthe override of such veto.

“The amendments which purport to automatically reenact an
appropriationbill vitiate and abrogateso many of the aforementioned
provisionsof theConstitutionof theCommonwealthofPennsylvaniathat
theamendmentsare in our opinion clearlyandpalpablyunconstitutional
andthereforehaveno effect whatsoever.”

Section 1. (a) Thesumof $3,172,000,or as muchthereofas maybe
necessary,is hereby specifically appropriatedto the Trusteesof the
HahnemannMedical Collegeof Philadelphia,Pennsylvania,for its fiscal
period July 1, 1977 to June30, 1978, for instruction in the Doctor of
Medicineprogram.

(b) Thesum of $215,000,or as muchthereofasmaybe necessary,is
hereby specifically appropriatedto the Trusteesof the Hahnemann
Medical Collegeof Philadelphia,Pennsylvaniafor its fiscalperiodJuly 1,
1977to June30, 1978for instructionin the Allied Health,Professionsand
GraduateSchoolof the HahnemannMedical College.

(c) As a conditionof receivingits appropriation,on orafterJanuary1,
1978, the medicalschool shall, whenacceptingfirst-yearstudentsfor the
nextterm,setaside10%ofthetotalnumberof admissionsforstudents-who
agreethatupon thecompletionof theirmedicaltraining,theyshallengage
in the practiceof medicinefor a periodof four yearsin anareatermed
medicallydeprivedby the PennsylvaniaDepartmentof Health.

Section2. Payments to the Hahnemann Medical College of
Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, on account of the appropriation for
instructionin the Doctorof Medicineprogramasprovidedinsection1(a)
shall be madeon thebasis of full-time studentenrollmentat the rateof
$4,400perstudent.

Section3. Thecollegeshall,upon admittingafirst-yearclass,admitas
manystudentsin thatclassascanbeaccommodatedby thefacilitiesofthe
school.

Section 4. The college shall provide such information as may be
requiredtocarryouttheprovisionsofthisactandin suchform:and:manner
as the Departmentof Educationmay prescribe.The departmentshall
annuallyreportto theGeneralAssemblysuchdataaswill showt-henumber
of studentsin eachclassandthe facilities availablefor them.

Section 5. The Hahnemann Medical College of Philadelphia,
Pennsylvania,shall reportits revenuesand expendituresandpresentits
financial statementsin accordancewith generallyacceptedaccounting
principlesand proceduresfor educationalinstitutionsas set forth in the
“Higher EducationFinanceManualof 1975,” without exception.
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Section 6. This act shall takeeffect July 1, 1977.
