A JOINT RESOLUTION

HB 144

Proposing an amendment to the Constitution of the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania.exempting totally and permanentlydisabled veterans from
paymentof real propertytaxes in certaincases.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
resolvesas follows:

Section 1. The following amendmentto the Constitution of the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniais proposedin accordancewith the
provisionsof Article Xl thereof:

Thatsubsection(c) of section2, Article VIII beamendedto read:
§ 2. Exemptionsandspecialprovisions.

** *

(c) Citizensandresidentsof this Commonwealth,who served in any
war or armedconflict in which the United Stateswasengagedandwere
honorablydischargedor releasedunderhonorablecircumstancesfrom
activeservice,shall be exemptfrom the paymentof all realprnpertytaxes
upon the residenceoccupiedby the said citizens and residentsof this
Commonwealthimposedby theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniaoranyof
its political subdivisionsif, as a result of military service,they are blind,
paraplegicor doubleor quadrupleamputeesor havea service-connected
disability declaredby the UnitedStatesVeteransAdministrationor its
successorto be a total or 100% permanentdisability, andif the State
yeterans’Commissiondeterminesthat suchpersonsare in needof theiax
exemptionsgrantedherein.

Section2. This proposedamendmentshall be submitted by the
Secretary of the Commonwealth to the qualified electors of the
Commonwealth,at the primary, municipal,or generalelectionnext held
after the advertising requirementsof Article XI, section 1, of the
Constitutionof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahavebeensatisfied.
