Amending the act of December5, 1936 (2nd Sp.Sess.,1937 P.L.2897, No.1),
entitled “An act establishinga systemof unemploymentcompensationto be
administeredby the Departmentof Labor and Industry and its existingand
newly createdagencieswith personnel(with certainexceptions)selectedon a
civil servicebasis;requiringemployersto keeprecordsandmakereports,and
certainemployersto paycontributionsbasedon payrollsto provide-moneysfor
the payment of compensationto certain unemployed persons;providing
procedureand administrativedetails for the determination,paymentand
collection of such contributions and the payment of such compensation;
providing for cooperationwith the FederalGovernmentand its agencies;
creating certain special funds in the custody of the State Treasurer;and
prescribingpenalties,”further providing for thedefinition of week.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection(z) of section4, act of December5, 1936 (2nd
Sp.Sess., 1937 P.L.2897, No.1), known as the “Unemployment
CompensationLaw,” amendedMay 23, 1949 (P.L.l738, No.530), is
amendedto read:

Section4. Definitions.—Thefollowingwordsandphrases,asusedin
this act, shall havethe following meanings,unless the context clearly
requiresotherwise.

(z) “Week” meansanycalendarweek endingat midnightSaturday,or
the equivalentthereof, as determinedin accordancewith generalrules
adoptedby thedepartment:Provided,however,That/or thepurposesof
computationof thepartial benefit credit ~(the workdayof an individual
includesparts of two calendar days, all the work performedby such
individualduring such workdaysshall bedeemedtohavebeenperformed
during thedayin which thepreponderance0/thework wasperformed.If
the work performedit equally dividedover two calendardays the work
shall bedeemedtohavebeenperformedinthedayin whickthesisifthe~’tm.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
