The GeneralAssemb1~’of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section4402, act of June 23, 1931 (P.L.932, No.317),
knownas “The Third ClassCity Code,” reenactedandamendedJune28,
1951 (P.L.662,No.164),is amendedto read:

Section4402. Appointmentof ExaminingBoards.—Thereshallbethe
following civil service boards in each city: (a) A board for the
examinationof applicantsfor appointmentto anyposition in the police
department;(b) aboardfor theexaminationof applicantsforappointment
ashealthofficers otherthanregisteredphysicians,orassanitarypolicemen
or inspectorsof the healthdepartment;(c)aboardfor theexaminationof
applicantsfor appointmentto anypositionin theengineeringorelectrical
departments,exceptasotherwiseprovidedfor by law,or to thepositionof
building inspectors.

Eachof saidboardsshallconsistof threecitizens,who shallbeelectedby
council for terms of four yearsor until their successorsare electedand
qualified. [Oneof the membersof the boards,providedfor in clauses(a)
and (b)of thissection,shallbe aneducatorandoneshallbe a physician.]
Any personwho ic a registeredelectorof thecity maybe appointedto one
or moreof said boards.No city officer, official oremployeshallbeeligible
for appointmentto any civil serviceboard.

Section2. This act shalltakeeffectimmediately.
