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AN ACT

HB 1336

Amendingtheact of June3, 1937 (P.L.1225,No.316),entitled“An actconcerning
game and other wild birds and wild animals; and amending, revising,
consolidating, and changing the law relating thereto,” authorizing the
commissionto purchasewildlife stamps,shoulderpatches,decalsandsuchother
similar items,solicit funds to promotethecauseof wildlife management,and
making editorial changes.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection(w) of section 1401, act of June 3, 1937
(P.L.1225,No.316), known as“The GameLaw,” subsection(w)amended
June13, 1957 (P.L.298,No.154), is amendedanda subsectionisaddedto
read:

Section 1401. Continuanceof Game Fund; Appropriation.—All
licensefees,fines,permit fees,andothermoneysreceivedandcollected(a)
undertheprovisionsof anylaw repealedandreplacedby thisact,andnow
held in theStateTreasuryastheGameFund,or (b) thatmaybehereafter
paid into theStateTreasuryundertheprovisionsof anyact sorepealedor
replaced, or (c) that may be paid into the State Treasuryunder the
provisionsof this act,shallbe placedin theseparatefund knownas“The
GameFund,”andshallbeheldseparatelyandapartsolelyfor thefollowing
Purposes:

(w) Thecommissionshallhavetherightto acquiretitle toorcontrolof
landsandbuildingsby purchase,lease,gift, or otherwise,directfrom the
ownersor personshaving legalcontrol thereof,asin thisacthereinbefore
provided, without submissionto or approval by the Departmentof
[PropertyandSupplies]GeneralServices.The commissionshallalsohave
therighttosolicitandacceptdonationsfromanyperson,firm, corporation
orassociation,whichshall beplacedin “The GameFund,“ auditedby the
Auditor Generalandused for the purposesset forth in this section.The
commissionmayalso purchasedirect, without prior confirmationof the
Departmentof [Propertyand Supplies]GeneralServices,all gameand
gamefoodfor its gamefarmsandelsewhereasneededin anyamount.The
commissionalso may,without prior confirmationof the Departmentof
[PropertyandSupplies]Genera! Services,makedirect field purchasesof
materials,supplies,andequipmentfor the maintenanceanddevelopment
of its systemof refuges,huntinggrounds,gamefarms,gamepropagation
areas,andbuildingsand repairsthereon,and for otherfield activities,at
the most advantageousprices available,in amountsnot to exceedone
hundreddollars in a singlepurchase.In thepurchaseof all othersupplies,
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equipment,printingandotherpurchasesnecessaryfor theconductof the
work of the commission,such purchasesshall be made through the
Departmentof [Property and Supplies] GeneralServicesas purchasing
agent;

(z.2) For thepurchaseof wildlife stamps,shoulderpatches,decaLcand
suchothersimilar itemsas the commissionshall determineto beuredfor
the purposeofpromoting wildlife management.Suchmaterials maybe
soldby the commissionat afeedeterminedby themorgiven awayfreeof
charge in recognitionofpromotingthe causeof wildlife management.

Section2. This act shalltakeeffect immediately.
