Amendingtheactof June22, 1931 (P.L.594,No.203),entitled“An actestablishing
certain township roads as State highways; authorizing their construction,
maintenance,and improvement under certain conditions and restrictions;
limiting the obligation of the Commonwealthin the constructionof certain
structureslocated on such highways; conferring certain powers upon the
Department of Highways and local authorities,persons,associationsand
corporationsfor sharingthe cost of the maintenanceandconstructionof such
highways;andmakinganappropriationto carryouttheprovisionsof saidact,”
deletinga routein ArmstrongCounty.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The following routeestablishedby the actof June22, 1931
(P.L.594, No.203), referred to as the Township State Highway Law,
amendedMay 20, 1953 (P.L.194,No.13), is herebydeleted:

[Route 03004. Beginning at the Shrader’s Grove Crossroadson Route
69; thenceeasterlyand southeasterlyin South Buffalo Township-to-apomt
on Route 378 at B. S. Van Dyke’s Crossroads; thencesoutherly along
Knapp Run to a road intersection, in Armstrong County, a distanceof
about 3.0 miles.]
