The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 1, actof August11, 1967(P.L.205,No.69),entitled
“An act to validateconveyancesand otherinstrumentswhichhavebeen
defectivelyacknowledged,”amendedJune17, 1974 (P.L.328,No.106),is
amendedto read:

Section 1. No grant,bargainandsale,feoffment,deedofconveyance,
release,assignment,mortgageor otherassuranceof lands,tenementsand
hereditaments,whatsoever,bearingdateprior to the year[one thousand
nine hundred seventy-three,1one thousandnine hundred seventy-eight,
made,executedanddeliveredby husbandand wife, or by anypersonor
trusteeor attorneyin fact for anyotherpersonor persons,to abonafide
purchaseror purchasersfor a valuableconsideration,andacknowledged
before any officer duly authorizedby law to takesuchacknowledgment,
shallbedeemed,heldor adjudgedinvalid ordefectiveor insufficientin law
by reasonof anyinformalityordefectinsuchacknowledgmentas=notheing
madeaccordingto law,or by reasonof theacknowledgment-thereto-h-aving
been madeby any trusteeor attorneyin fact in his individual capacity
insteadof assuch trusteeor attorneyin fact; butall andeverysuchgrant,
bargainand sale, feoffment, deed of conveyance,release,assignment,
mortgageor otherassurance,so made,executedand acknowledged,as
aforesaid,shall be as good, valid and effectual in law for transferring,
passingandconveyingthe estate,right, title andinterestof suchhusband
andwife of, in andto thelands,tenementsandhereditamentsmentionedin
the same,as if all the requisitesandparticularsof such acknowledgment
hadbeenmadeaccordingto law, andas if suchtrusteeorattorneyin fact
had madetheacknowledgmenttheretoin suchcapacity;andthe recordof
the sameduly madein the proper office for recording of deedsin this
Commonwealth,andexemplificationsof thesameduly certified,shallbe
le~galevidencein all casesin which the original would be competent
evidence.

Section2. This act shalltakeeffect immediately.
