Amending theactof August9, 1955 (P.L.323, No.130),entitled“An actrelatingto
countiesof the third, fourth, fifth, sixth,seventhandeighth classes~amending.
revising, consolidatingand changingthe laws relating thereto,”authorizing
agreementswith certain municipalities, under certain conditions, for the
promotion of the health andwelfare of certain citizens, and acceptanceof
money,propertyand services.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 1999b, act of August 9, 1955 (P.L.323,No.130),
known as “The CountyCode,”addedJuly 29, 1965(P.L.258,No.150),is
amendedto read:

Section l999b. FederalHealthandWelfare Programs.—Anycounty
may, throughthe commissioners,enterinto agreementswith the Federal
government, or with any city, borough, town, township, nonprofit
corporationorassociationlocatedorcarrying on itsfunctions-withinsswh
county or serving theresidentsof such countyandwhich city, borough,
town, township,nonprofit corporation or associationhas or is aboutto
contract with the Federal governmentor with any agencyof State
governmentwherebytheFederalgovernmentwillprovidea-portion-of the
funds necessary,payableeither to the county or Stategovernmentor
directly to the city, borough, town, township,nonprofit corporationor
associationfor any programnot in conflict with an existingor hereafter
establishedstate program offered by the Federalgovernmentfor the
promotionof the healthor welfareof its citizens,including but not lunited
to the young, the poor and the aged,and in the furtheranceof said
programsmay complywith conditions,rulesor regulationsattachedby the
Federal[government]orStategovernments.

The county mayacceptgifts or grantsof money,propertyor services
from anysource,public or private,andmayappropriatesuchfundsasmay
be necessaryto carryout said programs.

Section2. This act shalltakeeffect immediately.
