The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Title 18, act of November25, 1970 (P.L.707, No.230),
knownasthe PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,isamendedby addinga
sectionto read:
§ 7506.Violation of rules regardingconducton Commonwealthproperty.

(a) Promulgation of rules and regulations.—TheDepartmentof
EnvfronmentalResources, Game Commission, and Pennsylvania
Historical and Museum Commission may promulgate rules and
regulationsgoverningconduct,other thanconductregulatedin section
7505 (relating to violation of governmentalrules regarding traffic), on
Commonwealthpropertywithin thejurisdiction ofthatagency;Suchrules
and regulationsshall be reasonablyrelated to the preservationand
protectionofsuchpropertyfor itsspecj(iedor intendeduse,ortopromote
thewelfare,safetyorprotectionofthosepersonsusingsuch-preperty,shall
be consistentwith existinglaw andshallbepostedin amannerreasonafrle
likely to cometo the attentionofpersonsusingsuchproperty.

(b) Violation penalty.—Apersonwho violatesany of the rules and
regulationspromulgatedpursuantto this sectionis guilty ofa summary
offense.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
