Amending theactof June3, 1937 (P.L.1225,No.316),entitled“An actconcerning
game and other wild birds and wild animals; and amending,revising,
consolidating,andchangingthe lawrelatingthereto,”further re~u1atingtheuse
of recordedcalls or sounds,or electronicallyamplified imitations of calls or
soundsfor use in huntinganywild birds or wild animals.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection(g) of section704,actof June3,1937(P.L. 1225,
No.316), known as “The Game Law,” addedJuly 3, 1963 (P.L.208,
No.118), is amendedto read:

Section704. Unlawful Methodsof Hunting._* * *

(g) Unlawful Sounds

It [is] shall be unlawful for any personto huntfor, catch,take,kill or
wound,or attemptto catch,take,kill or wound wild turkeysby the useor
aid of recordedcalls or soundsor recordedor electronicallyamplified
imitation of calls or soundsof any description.The commissionshall be
authorized,by resolution, to adoptrulesandregulationsgov~rningtheuse
of recorded calls or sounds or recorded or electronically amplified
imitation of calls or soundsof any descriptionfor hunting, catching,
taking, killing or wounding,orattemptingtocatch,take,kill orwoundany
other wild bird or wild animal regardlessof classjfication.

A personviolating aprovisionof this subsectionora rule or regulation
adopted thereunder shall, upon conviction, or upon signing an
acknowledgmentof guilt, be assessedthe penaltiesand costsfor each
offenseas setforth in subsection(q) of section 731.

Section2. Thisact shall takeeffect immediately.
