Enumeratingcertainfees and chargesto be imposedforactivitiesregulatedby the
Bureauof Professionaland OccupationalAffairs of the Departmentof State,
providing for the appointmentand term of Office of the Commissionerof
Professionaland OccupationalAffairs, creatingthe ProfessionalLicensure
AugmentationAccountandprovidingfor itsadministrationandmakingceitain
repeals.
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The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

CHAPTER 1
GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section 101. Short title.
Thisactshallbeknownandmaybecitedasthe“Bureauof Professional

and OccupationalAffairs FeeAct.”
Section 102. Constructionof act.

This act containsan enu~nerationof certainfees chargedby various
boards and commissions within the Bureau of Professional and
Occupational Affairs. Some of the fees contained herein represent
increasesor decreasesfrom existingchargeswhile othersrepresentthe
currentfees in effect on the effectivedateof this act. It is the intentof the
GeneralAssembly,andthisactshallbesoconstrued,that thefeeshereinset
forth shallbethosechargedby thevariousagencieson theeffectivedateof
this act. Further,the fact that a particular fee currently in effectis not
enumeratedin this act shallnot effect the validity of suchfee.

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Section 225. Late renewal.
Wherea licenseis renewedbeyondthedatespecifiedfor renewalby the

bureau,a fee of $5 foreachmonthor partof a monthbeyondthe renewal
dateshall be chargedin additionto theprescribedfee.
Section 226. Duplicatelicense.

The fee for the issuanceof aduplicatelicenseshallbe $5 in all cases.
Section227. Duplicatecertificate.

The fee for the issuanceofaduplicatecertificateshallbe$10in all cases.

CHAFFER3
DISPOSITIoN OF FUNDS

Section301. ProfessionalLicensureAugmentationAccount.
Beginning July 1, 1978 and thereafter,all moneys collected by the

Bureauof Professionaland OccupationalAffairs shall be paid into the
ProfessionalLicensureAugmentationAccount which is hereby created
and whichshall bea specialrestrictedreceiptsaccountwithin the General
Fund. Moneysin suchaccountshall-beused only for the supportof the
operationof the bureauandthe variousregulatoryboards.
Section302. Appropriationsfrom account.

The GeneralAssembly shallannuallyappropriatefor paymentof the
costsof processinglicensesandrenewals,for the operationof the various
regulatory boards,and for other general costs of bureauoperations,
moneysavailablefrom theProfessionalLicensureAugmentationAccount.
Section303. Budgetpreparation.

In preparingtheproposedbudgetfor bureauoperationsfor eachyear,
the Commissionerof ProfessionalandOccupationalAffairs shallconsult
with the boardsandcommissionsunderhis jurisdictionto determine—their
budgetaryrequirementsfor the upcomingyear. Thecommissionershall
submit for each boardof the bureau,in addition to any information
requestedor prescribedby the Secretaryof the Budget,Secretaryof the
Commonwealth,the Chairmanof the HouseAppropriationsCommittee
andtheChairmanof the SenateAppropriationsCommittee,thefollowing
information,for themost recentfiscalyear:

(1) numberof applicationsfor licensesreceived;
(2) numberof new andrenewallicensesissued;
(3) numberof applicantsfailing to qualify for licenses;
(4) numberof inspectionscompleted;
(5) numberof violations cited;
(6) numberof violationscorrected;
(7) licenseesprosecuted;
(8) amount of expenditures incurred, classified in terms of

administration,enforcementandinvestigation;
(9) the amountof fee revenueby type of licenseissued;
(10) personnelcomplementfilled andvacant;and
(11) numberof applicationsnot procesedby June30 of the previous

fiscal year.
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Section304. Savingsprovision.
Nothingin thischaptershallbeconstruedto affectsection30of theactof

Scptember29, 1961 (P.L.1745, No.708), known as “The Auctioneers’
License Act,” or section 907 of the act of October 15, 1975 (P.L.390,
No.111),knownasthe“Hcalth CareServicesMalpracticeAct” or to deny
theStateBoardof MedicalEducationandLicensurethefull useofall fees,
charges,andfines it collects.
Section 305. Transitionalprovisions.

(a) Forthe remainderof fiscalyear1977-1978,suchadditionalmoneys
asare attributableto the increasedfeesprovided by this act are hereby
appropriated to the Department of State for the operation of the
department,butsuchmoneysshallnotbespentuntil suchexpendituresare
approvedby the Secretaryof the Budgetand the Chairmenof the House
and SenateAppropriationsCommittees.If any of such moneysremain
unapproved on July 1, 1978, such moneys shall be paid into the
ProfessionalLicensureAugmentationAccount.

(b) Forthe purposesof the licenseperiodnormally endingFebruary
28, 1978 for thoselicensedpursuant’totheact of May 1, 1929(P.L.12l6,
No.427),known as the “RealEstateBrokersLicenseAct of onethousand
ninehundredandtwenty-nine,”suchlicensesshallnotexpireonFebruary
28, 1978,but shall remainin effect until April 15, 1978.Thenew license
period shall begin at suchtime. The provisionsof this subsectionshall
apply only to thelicenseperiodbeginningin 1978.Thereafter,the licenses-
shallexpireFebruary28 as currently provided by law.

(c) The term of the incumbent Commissionerof Professionaland
OccupationalAffairs shall expire90 daysaftertheeffectivedateof thisact.
Thereafterthe Governorshallnominatein accordancewith- t-he-p-rnvisions
of the Constitutionof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniaand,by and
with the adviceandconsentof a majority of the memberselectedto the
Senate,appoint the Commissionerof Professionaland Occupational
Affairs, who shall serveat the pleasureof the Governor.

CHAPTER4

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CHAPTER5
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

Section501. Savingsclause.
Theprovisionsof thisactshallnotaffectanyactdone,liability incurred

or rightaccruedor vested,oraffectanysuitorprosecutionpendingortobe
institutedto enforceany right or penaltyor punishany offenseunderthe
authority of any act or part thereofrepealedby this act.
Section502. Effective date.

This act shall take effectimmediately.
