Amendingtheactof August9, 1955 (P.L.323,No.130),entitled“An actrelatingto
countiesof the third, fourth,fifth, sixth, seventhand eighthclasses;amending,
revising,consolidatingandchangingthe lawsrelatingthereto,”authorizingthe
facsimilesignatureof countytreasurersand controllerson payroll checks.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 1751, act of August 9, 1955 (P.L.323,No.130),
known as “The CountyCode,” is amendedto read:

Section 1751. VoucherCheckSystem.—Thecontrollershalldrawand
certify vouchersfor all bills, claims anddemandspresentedto him, which
he approvesand only for such as he approves,and shall forward the
voucherstogetherwith checksthereforwith thebills,claimsordemandsto
the countycommissionersfor theirapproval.If the countycommissioners
approvea voucher,at least two commissionersshall sign the checkas
properlydrawnupon thecounty treasury.In suchcasesfacsimilesof their
signaturesmay be used.The bill, claim or demand,and the voucher
therefor,shall bereturnedto the controllerfor filing in hisoffice andthe
check shall be forwardedto the county treasurer.The county treasurer
shallsign the checkashis draftuponthecountytreasury,buthe shallnot
sign any check not already signed, as herein provided, by the
commissionersand the controller. Vouchersshall be numberedserially
beforethecontrollerforwardsthemto thecountycommissionersandevery
checkincident theretoshall bearthesameserialnumberasthe voucheras
well as the numberor numberswhich may be put uponit by the county
treasurer.If the countycommissionersrefuseto approveanybill, claim or
demand,theyshall return the sametogetherwith the voucherandcheck
involved to the controllerfor filing in his office. In countiesnothavinga
controller,the countycommissionersshallapproveeachtransactionand
the voucherandcheckshallbe drawnby their chiefclerkwho shallkeep
files of the bills, claims or demandsinvolvedandof thevouchers.At least
two commissionersshall signthe checkseitherpersonallyor by facsimile,
and they shall be forwarded,as hereinbeforeprovided, to the county
treasurerfor hissignature.In all casesthecancelledchecksshallbefiled in
the office of thecountytreasurer,butheshalltransmit,atsuchtimesasthe
controllershall establish,a list of all checkspaidfrom thecountytreasury
and not previouslytransmitted,giving their voucherserialnumbers.The
countytreasurerandthecontroller in thosecountieshaving~oo~Ie~ire
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authorizedto usea facsimilesignatureon any checkfor thepaymentof
wagesor salariesof county employeswhich theyare requiredto sign.

Section2. Thisact shall takeeffect in 60 days.
