Amendingtheactof March 11, 1971 (P.L.104,No.3),entitled,asamended,“An act
providing property tax or rent rebateto certain senior citizens, widows,
widowersand permanentlydisabledpersonswith limited incomes;establishing
uniform standardsand qualifications for eligibility to receive a rebate;and
imposingdutiesupon the Departmentof Revenue,”further providing for a
temporarymethodof paymentof administrativeexpensesand claims.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section8, actof March 11,1971 (P.L.104,No.3),knownas
the “Senior CitizensPropertyTax or RentRebateAct,” reenactedand
amendedJune16, 1975 (P.L.7,No.4) andamendedJune30,1977(P.L.26,
No.18), is amendedto read:

Section8. Funds for Payment of Administrative Expensesand
Claims.—Expenses,salariesandothercostsincurredin theadministration
of this act andapprovedclaimsshallbepaidfrom theStateLo~tt”.ryFund~
establishedby the act of August26, 1971 (P.L.351,No.91),knownas the
“StateLottery Law.” In the eventthat thetotalamountof administrative
expensesandclaimsexceedstheamountinsuchfund,inanyoneyear,then
the amountsallowed as tax or rent rebates shall be reducedin the
proportion that the amount of suchfund bearsto the total amount of
claims in suchyear. For the purposesof this section,for the fiscalyears
beginningJuly 1, 1975,July1, 1976[and],July1, 1977andJuly1,1978,the
amountin the StateLottery Fundshall include funds availableincluding
revenueestimated to be available for the purposesof administrative
expensesand claims.

Section 2. Thisact shall takeeffect immediately.
