Amending the actof June13, 1967 (P.L.31,No.21),entitled“Anacttoconsolidate,
editorially revise, and codify the public welfare laws of the Commonwealth,”
further providing for eligibility for andamountof State blind pensions.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. Clause(3) of section506 and section507, act of June13,
1967 (P.L.3l, No.21), known as the “Public Welfare Code,” amended
December26, 1974 (P.L.991,No.324), areamendedto read:

Section506. Eligibility.—The departmentshall providea Stateblind
pensionto any blind personwho:

(3) Hasactualannualincomeof his ownof less than [three thousand
six hundreddollars ($3600)]four thousandtwohundreddollars($4,200);

Section507. Amount of Pension.—Exceptas providedfor payment
fornursinghomecare,theamountpaidaftertheeffectivedateofthisactto
an eligible blind personhavingactualannualincomeof his own of [two
thousandfivehundredeightydollars($2580)] threethousandsixtydollars
($3,060)or lessshallbe [eighty-five dollars($85)] ninety-fivedollars ($95)
monthly,andthe monthlyamountpaid to anyothereligible blind person
shallbefixed in suchamountthat thesumof hisactualannualincomeand
State blind pensionequals[three thousandsix hundreddollars ($3600)]
four thousandtwohundreddollars($4,200)a year.

Section2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
