Amending the act of May 1, 1933 (P.L.103,No.69), entitled “An actconcerning
townships of the secondclass; and amending,revising, consolidating,and
changingthe law relatingthereto,”authorizingthetaking overofextensionsor
alterationsof existingsewersystemsand the compellingof connectingto the
systemand thechargingof fees.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 1501,actof May 1, 1933 (P.L.103,No.69),known
as “The SecondClassTownshipCode,”reenactedandamendedJuly 10,
1947 (P.L.1481,No.567),is amendedby addingparagraphsto read:

Section 1501. Power to Establish and Construct Sewers and
Drains._* * *

Wheneveranexistingsewersystemownedbyor leasedto a townshipof
thesecondclassvsextendedoralteredattheexpenseofa developer-or-ether
privatepersonor corporationunderthesupervisionofsuchtownshipor a
municipalauthorityof suchtownship,thetownshipsupervisorsmay,by
ordinanceor resolution,takeoversaidextensionoralterationandcompel
all ownersofpropertywhichisnotalreadyconnectedto an-exist,ingpublic
sewersystemand which is accessibleto andwhoseprincipal building is
withinonehundredftftyfeetfromsuchsewerextensiontopaya tappingfee
andmakeconnectiontherewithandusesuchsewersystemin suchmanner
as theymayorder.

Thesupervisorsmayrefundall or partof saidtappingfeeorfeesto the
developeror otherprivatepersonor corporation who or whichpaidfor
said construction.Said tapping feesmay be based upon front foot
constructioncosts,however,thetotalofsaidrefundsshalineverexceedthe
costof saidextensionor alterations.Oncesaidextensionor alterationis
takenover it shallbecomepart of theexistingsewersystem.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect in 60 days.
