Amending theactof-JuneII, 1935 (P.L.326,No.149), entitled “An act relatingto
counties of the first class; defining deceasedservice persons;providing for
contributionsby thecounty to the funeralexpensesfor suchpersonsandtheir
widows; providing for theerectionandcareof markers,headstones,and flags,
and for the compilationof war records,”changingthe dutiesof undertakers
relating to certain paymentsfor deceasedveteransand spouses.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section4, actof June11, 1935(P.L.326,No.149),entitled
“An act relating to countiesof the first class; defining deceasedservice
persons;providing for contributionsby thecountyto thefuneralexpenses
for suchpersonsand their widows;providing for theerectionandcareof
markers,headstones,and flags,andfor the compilationof war records,”
amendedNovember5, 1971 (P.L.512,No.121), is amendedto read:

Section4. Payments.—Itshall be the dutyof eachsuchcounty in this
State to drawa warrantupon the treasurerof their county in the sum of
seventy-five dollars ($75.00), or one hundred dollars ($100.00) if the
additionalsumof twenty-fivedollars($25.00)isauthorized,foreachbody
buried in accordancewith theprovisionsof thisact, to be paidout of the
funds of the county, and such warrantsshall be made payableto the
applicantor applicantsif the applicationshowsthat the funeral expenses
havebeenpaid,otherwiseto the undertakerperformingthe services,with
notice to the applicant.

Application for such contribution shall be made by the personal
representativeof suchdeceasedservicepersonordeceasedserviceperson’s
widow, if there be such personalrepresentative,if no such personal
representativehasqualified,thenby anynextofkin, individualorveterans’
organizationwho,or which,assumesresponsibilityfor thecostof burialof
the body, and shallbe sustainedby affidavit as to the facts.

Suchapplicationshall be on forms prescribedby the Departmentof
Military Affairs, and shall set forth whetheror not the funeralexpenses
havebeenpaid. The applicationshall haveattachedthereto,a certified
copy of the death certificate,and [an affidavit] a certification by the
undertaker,who hadchargeof theburial of thebody,andto theeffectthat
the undertakerdid rendersuchservice.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
