Amendingtheactof April 18, 1949(P.L.604,No.128),entitled “An actto promote
thewelfareof the peopleof the Commonwealth;creatinga StateHighwayand
Bridge Authority as a body corporateand politic with power to construct,
reconstruct,improve,maintain,equip,furnish,andoperatehighwayandbridge
projects,and roadsiderests,and to leasethe same,and to fix and collect fees,
rentals,andchargesfor theusethereof;authorizingandregulatingthe issuance
of bondsby said Authority, andprovidingfor thepaymentof such-boiuls,and
the rights of the holders thereof; and to enter into agreementswith the
Governmentof the United Statesor anyFederalagency;and authorizingthe
Departmentof Highwaystogrant,assign,conveyor leaseto theAuthority lands,
easements,or rights ofwayof theCommonwealthand interesttherein,and to
acquire lands therefor; authorizingsaid Authority and the Departmentof
Highways to enter into agreementsproviding for mutual cooperationin
furtheranceof the constructionof anyprojectherebyauthorized;grantingthe
right of eminentdomain;empoweringsaidAuthorityto sellandconveyprojects
and property to the Commonwealth;and providing that no debt of the
Commonwealthor any of its political subdivisionsshall be incurred in the
exerciseof anyof thepowersgrantedby thisact;andmakinganappropriation,”
furtherproviding for award of contracts.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 13, actof April 18, 1949 (P.L.604,No.128),known
asthe“StateHighwayandBridgeAuthorityAct,” amendedAugust2, 1963
(P.L.494,No.258),is amendedto read:

Section 13. Competition in Award of Contracts.—Ifany project or
any portion thereof or any improvementthereofshall be constructed,
equippedorfurnishedpursuanttoacontractandtheestimatedcostthereof
exceeds[five hundred dollars ($500.00)]Iwo thousandfivehwidreddoIIa~’s
($2,500),suchcontractshallbeawardedto the lowestrespons-iblebidder,
after advertisementfor bids. The Authority may make rules and
regulationsfor the submissionof bids andthe construction,equipping,
furnishing or improvementof any projector portion thereof.Suchrules
andregulationsmayprovidefor thesubmissionof bidsto theDepartment
of Highwaysasagentfor the Authority, asprovidedin sectionfive of this
act. No contract shall be entered into for construction,equipping,
furnishing or improvementof any projector portion thereof,or for the
purchaseofmaterials,unlessthecontractorshallgive anundertakingwith
a sufficientsuretyor suretiesapprovedby theAuthority,andinanamount
fixed by the Authority, for the faithful performanceof thecontract;and
such contractsshall also be accompaniedby an additionalbond for the
protectionof thosewho furnish labor andmaterial,in suchamountand
subjectto thesametermsandconditionsasrequiredby theStateHighway
Law on contractsfor the constructionof Statehighways.Nothing in this
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sectionshallbe construedto limit thepowerof theAuthorityto construct
any projector portion thereof,or any addition, bettermentor extension
thereto,directlyby the officers,agentsandemployesof the Authority, or
by agreementwith the Federalor Stategovernment,or any agencyor
department,or eitherthereof.

Subjectto the aforesaid,the Authority may (but without intendingby
this provisionto limit any powersof suchauthority)enterinto and carry
outsuchcontracts,orestablishorcomplywith suchrulesandregulations
concerninglabor andmaterialsand otherrelatedmattersin connection
with anyprojectorportionthereof,astheAuthoritymaydeemdesirableor
asmayberequestedby any Federalagencythat mayassistin thefinancing
of such projector anypart thereof.

Everycontractfor Ike construction, reconstruction,alteration, repair,
improvement or maintenanceof public works shall comply with the
provisionsoftheactofMarch 3, 1978(No.3),knownasthe“SteelProducts
ProcurementAct.”

Section2. This act shall takeeffect in 60 days.
