AN ACT

HB 1778

Amending the act of January24, 1966 (1965, P.L.1535, No.537), entitled,as
amended,“An act providing for the planning and regulationof community
sewagesystemsand individual sewagesystems;requiring municipalitiesto
submit plans for systemsin their jurisdiction; authorizinggrants; requiring
permits for personsinstallingsuchsystems;requiringdisclosurestatementsin
certain land sale contracts;authorizingthe Departmentof Environmental
Resourcestoadoptandadministerrules,regulations,standardsandprocedures;
creatinganadvisorycommittee;providingremediesandprescribingpenalties,”
furtherprovidingfor thedispositionof penalties.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 13, act of January 24, 1966 (1965 P.L.1535,
No.537), known as the “PennsylvaniaSewageFacilitiesAct,” amended
July 22, 1974 (P.L.621,No.208),is amendedto read:

Section 13. Penalties.—Anypersonwho shallviolateanyprovisionof
section 7 of this act or the rules, regulationsor standardspromulgated
thereunderor who resistsor interfereswithanyofficer, agentoremployeof
alocalagencyorthedepartment,in accordancewith theprovisionsof this
act, in theperformanceof hisduties,shall beguilty of asummaryoffense.
Upon conviction thereofin a summaryproceedingbefore any district
justice,justice of the peace,aldermanor magistratein the county,city,
borough, town or township in which the offensewas committed,such
personshallbesentencedto payafine of not lessthanonehundreddollars
($100)andcosts,andnotmorethanthreehundreddollars($300)andcosts,
suchcoststo bepaidto said county,andthefinetobepaidtothesaidcity,
borough, town or township in which the offensewascommitted,or in
defaultthereof,shallbeconfinedin thecountyjail foraperiodofn-ot more
than thirty days.

Section 2. This actshall takeeffect in 60 days.
