AmendingtheactofJune19,1931 (P.L.589,No.202),entitled,asamended,“An act
to promotethepublic healthandsafety,by providingfor theexaminationand
licensureofthosewhodesiretoengagein theoccupationofbarbering;regulating
barbershopsandbarberschools,and studentstherein;regulatingcompensation
for servicerendered;conferringcertainpowersanddutieson theDeparitmentnf
State;and providingpenalties,”further providing manager-barberlicenses.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section3.l,actofJune19, 1931 (P.L.589,No.202),referred
to as the Barbers’License Law, amendedDecember2, 1976(P.L.1267,
No.282), is amendedto read:

Section3.1. Any registeredbarber,with not lessthananeighthgrade
education,actively engagedin the practice of barbering,as a licensed
barber,for oneor moreyearsmayapplytotheboardfora manager-barber
certificateto manageor operatea barbershopby filing an application
accompaniedby a fee so prescribedunderthis act or by the board,and
presentinghimselfor herselffor anexamination.Any personwho fails to
appearfor examinationat two successivemeetingsof the boardwhen
examinationsare scheduledshallforfeit thefee.Theexaminationshallbe
scheduledas provided in section 6 of this act. The applicantshall be
examinedandif theboardis satisfiedasaresultoftheexaminationthathe
or she has sufficient educationand knowledgeconcerningbarbershop
managementhe or sheshallbe issueda manager-barbercertificate.The
boardshallproperlynotifyeveryregisteredbarberthat if heorshehasbeen
activelyengagedin thepracticeof barberingheor sheshall,upon filing an
applicationtherefor[within oneyearafter this amendatoryacttakeseffect~j
prior to January 1, 1980, be certified as a manager-barberwithout
examination.

Section2. This actshalltakeeffect immediately.
