Amendingtheactof May 27, 1937(P.L.926,No.249),entitled,asamended,“An act
relating to the manufacture,repair, renovating, cleansing,sterilizing, and
disinfecting of mattresses,pillows, bolsters,featherbeds, and other filled
bedding,cushions,upholsteredfurnitureand bulk materialsintendedforusein
suchproductsintendedfor saleor lease,and tothesaleor leasethereof;requiring
theplacingof tagand adhesivestampon suchmaterial;providingfor thesaleof
adhesivestamps;authorizingand requiring the Departmentof Labor and
Industry to adopt rules and regulations;providing penalties;and repealing
certain acts,” removingprovisionsrelating to quilted clothing.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Sections1, 7(e) and 12(c), act of May 27, 1937 (P.L.926,
No.249),referredto astheBeddingand UpholsteryLaw,amendedJuly 1,
1978 (P.L.734,No.134),are amendedto read:

Section 1. Be it enacted,&c., Thattheprovisionshereinsetforth shall
beconstruedtocoverandapplyto themanufacture,repair,andrenoyation
of all mattresses,pillows, bolsters,featherbeds,andother filled bedding
[andquilted clothing] of any description,also to cushionsandall typesof
upholstered furniture which are intended for sale or lease in this
Commonwealth,and to the sale or leasethereof.

Section 7. * * *

(e) Thesizeof thetag requiredby this sectionshallbenot lessthansix
(6) squareinches,andtheletteringthereon,coveringthestatementof filling
materialsandwhethernew or secondhand,shall be in plain type not less
than one-eighth (‘/8) inch in height~: Provided, however, That the
department may by rules and regulationsspecifya tag ofa smaller sizeand
the information to be contained on such tag to be placed on all quilted
clothing covered by this amending act]

Section 12. * * *

(c) Eachmattress, pillow, bolster, feather bed, or other filled bedding,
[or quilted clothing,] cushion, or article of upholstered furniture
manufactured,repaired,or renovated,sold, offeredfor sale,or leasedor
possessedwith intentto sellor lease,contrarytotheprovisionsof thisactor
of the rules and regulationsestablishedthereunder,shall constitutea
separateoffenseand shall be punishableas providedin subsection(a) of
this section.

Section2. This act shall take effect immediately and shall be
retroactiveto August31, 1978.
