The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 8123 (a) and(b) of Title 42, act of November25,
1970 (P.L.707, No.230), known as the Pennsylvania Consolidated
Statutes,subsection(a) amendedApril 28, 1978 (P.L.202,No.53), are
amendedto read:
§ 8123. Generalmonetaryexemption.

(a) General rule.—In addition to any other property specifically
exemptedby this subchapter,propertyof thejudgmentdebtortothevalue
of $300, includingbanknotes,money,securities,realproperty,judgments
or other indebtednessdue the judgmentdebtor, shall be exempt from
attachmentor executionon a judgment. Within such time as may be
prescribedby generalrules thejudgmentdebtormayclaim theexemption
in kind and may designatethe specific items of property to which the
exemptionprovidedby this sectionshall be applicable,unless[that] the
designatedpropertyisnotcapableofappropriatedivision,or thejudgment
debtor may claim the exemptionin cashout of the proceedsof the sale.

(b) Exception.—Subsection(a) shall not apply to anyjudgment:
(I) For support.
(2) Debtorwho is not an individual.
(3) Obtainedfor board for four weeksor less.
(4) For $100 or less obtainedfor wagesfor manuallabor.
(5) Obtainedin foreclosinga mortgagesecuredupon realproperty

whether the judgment ic by an action in mortgageforeclosureor an
actionon a note, bondorotherevidenceof indebtednessaccompanying
a mortgage.The exceptionto thegeneralmonetaryexemption-provided
for in this paragraphshall belimitedto therealpropertysecuredbythe
mortgage.The exceptionshall not apply to any deficiencyjudgment.

Section2. This act shall take effect immediately and shall be
retroactiveto June27, 1978.All amountsheretoforecollectedby officers
enforcing orders under 42 Pa.C.S. § 8123 as purported monetary
exemptionsinmortgageforeclosureactionsshallbe refundedforthwith to
the party entitled thereto.
