Amending theact of June22, 1964 (Sp.Sess.,P.L.84, No.6), entitled “An actto
codify, amend,reviseand consolidatethe laws relating to eminentdomain,”
furtherprovidingformeasureof damages;definingcertainmobilehomesasreal
propertyand addinga definition.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 201, actof June22, 1964 (Sp.Sess.,P.L.84,No.6),
knownasthe“Eminent Domain Code,” is amendedby addingadefinition
to read:

Section201. Definitions.—Thefollowing words,whenusedin this act,
unlessthe context clearly indicatesotherwise, shall havethe meanings
ascribedto them in this section:

(12) “Natural disaster”mewisa natural disasterofficially declaredas
such by the Governor of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania.

Section2. Subsections(c), (d) and (e) of section 602 of the act,
amendedSeptember27, 1973 (P.L.249,No.71), areamendedto read:

Section602. Measureof Damages.__** *

(c) In caseof the condemnationof propertyin connectionwith any
programor projectwhich property is damagedby [floods] any natural
disaster, thedamageresultingtherefromshallbeexcludedin determining
fair market value of the condemnee’sentire property interest therein
immediately beforethe condemnation.

(d) In the caseof propertywhich was damagedby [the floods of
September,1971and June, 1972]any naturaldisaster,anacquiringagency
may acquire the entire property interest of a condemnee,exceptany
improvementsmadesincethedateof [thefloods]suchnaturaldisaster,and
reconveyto the condemneea portion of the property interesttaken; in
which casethe damageshall be the differencebetweenthe valueof the
propertyinterestacquired,excluding[flood] damageresultingfrom such
natural disaster,andthevalueof the propertyinterestreconveyed.Forthe
purposesof this act, all mobilehomeswhich were in useasdwellingsand
weredestroyed,demolishedordamagedbeyondreasonablerepairby [the]
any natural[disastersof September1971 and June 1972] disastershall be
consideredto be realproperty.

(e) Subsections(c) and (d) are applicable only where the [flood]
damageresulting from such natural disasterhasoccurredwithin three
yearsprior to the initiation of negotiationsfor ornoticeof intentto acquire
or orderto vacatethepropertyandduringtheownershipof-thep-ropertyby
the condemnee.The [flood] damageto be excludedshall include only
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actualphysicaldamageto thepropertyfor which the condemneehasnot
receivedany compensationor reimbursement.

Section3. Thisact shall takeeffect immediately.andshallapplyto all
programsorprojectscontainingpropertydamagedby anynaturaldisaster
which hasoccurredsinceSeptember1971, including the GreatFlood of
July, 1977.
