Amending theactof June26, 1931 (P.L. 1379, No.348),entitled,asamended,“An
actcreatingincountiesof thesecondA andthird classaboardforihe~issessment
and revision of taxes;providing for the appointmentof the membersof such
boardby thecounty commissioners;providmgfor their salaries,payableby the
county;abolishingexistingboards;definingthepowersanddutiesofsuchiboard
regulating the assessmentof persons,property, and occupationsfor county,
borough, town, township, school, and poor purposes;authorizing the
appointment of subordinateassessors,a solicitor, engineers,and clerks;
providingfor theircompensation,payableby suchcounties;abolishinglheoffice
of ward,borough,and townshipassessors,sofar as themakingofassessments
andvaluationsfor taxationisconcerned;andprovidingfor theacceptance-ofihis
act by cities,” further providing for appealsfrom assessments.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection(c) of section9, act of June26, 1931 (P.L.1379,
No.348), referredto as the Third ClassCountyAssessmentBoardLaw,
addedOctober5, 1978 (P.L.l 143, No.270),is amendedto read:

Section9. * * *

(c) If a taxpayerhasfiled anappealfrom anassessment,solongasthe
appealis pendingbeforethe boardor beforea court on appealfrom the
determinationof the board,asprovidedby statute,theappealwill alsobe
taken as an appeal by the taxpayeron the subject property for any
valuation for any assessmentsubsequentto the filing of suchappealwith
the boardandpriorto thedeterminationof theappealby the boardor the
court. [The board shall hold its hearingsand make its final determination
of the subsequentyears in question in the samemanneras for the year or
years for which the original appeal was filed.] This provision shall be
applicableto all pendingappealsas well as future appeals.

Section2. This act shall takeeffectin 60 days.
