Amending theactof June27, 1968 (P.L.271,No.127),entitled“An act fixing the
annual salaryor compensationof membersof the police force in boroughs,
townsand townships,”providing for certain legal fees and judgments.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 1, act of June27, 1968 (P.L.271,No.127),entitled
“An actfixing theannualsalaryor compensationof membersofthepolice
force in boroughs,towns andtownships,”is amendedto read:

Section 1. (a) Theminimumannualstartingsalaryor compensation
to be paid the full-time membersof the police forceof anyborough,town
or townshipby the borough,town or township,shallbe five thousandtwo
hundreddollars ($5,200). If the annualsalaryor compensationof any
borough,town ortownshippolicemanfull-time employedby theborough,
town or townshipon the effectivedateof thisact islessthan five thousand
two hundreddollars($5,200),suchannualsalaryorcompensationshallbe
increasedto five thousandtwo hundreddollars($5,200).Theprovisionsof
this act shall not apply to any policemanreceiving an annualsalaryor
compensationin excessof the minimumannualsalaryor compensation
prescribedby thisact.

(b) Any borough, town or township may, through collective
bargaining or otherwise, enter into a written agreement by or on behalf of
its police officers to pay specjfied and reasonable legal expenses and
attorneys’ fees incurred in the defense of any criminal action initiated
against any such officer as a result of acts performed by such officer in the
scope and course of employment as apolice officer. Such agreement
and/or payment shall be permitted only in criminal actions wherein the
prosecution of charges against such officer has been withdrawn, dismissed
or termin ated by the entry 0/anolleprosequior by an adjudication of not
guilty.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
