The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 1502, act of June24, 1931 (P.L.1206, No.331),
known as“TheFirst ClassTownshipCode,”reenactedandamendedMay
27, 1949 (P.L.1955,No.569), is amendedby addinga clauseto read:

ARTICLE XV
CORPORATEPOWERS

Section 1502. Thecorporatepowerof atownshipof thefirst classshall
be vestedin the boardof townshipcommissioners.Theboardshall have
power—

LXXI V. Appropriations to Nonprofit Art Corporations. To
appropriate annually, such a~nountof money, which the board of
commissionersdeemsnecessarybutnot exceedingan wnoirnt-equatto~ne
mill of therealestatetaxto any nonprofit art corporationfor thecondud
of its artistic and cultural activities. For thepurposesof this section
nonprofit art corporationshall meana localarts council, commissionor
coordinating agency,or any other nonprofit corporation engagedin the
production or display of works of art, including the visual, written or
performning arts. Artistic andcultural activitiesshall includethedisplayor
production of theater,music,dance,painting, architecture,sculpture,arts-
andcrafts,photography,filmn,graphicartsanddesignandcreativewrit-mg.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect in 60 days.
