Authorizing and directing the Departmentof Justice,with the approvalof the
Governor,to acceptas partialpayment,upon maturity, of a certain SeriesD
SerialNoteof The PennCentralCorporation,certainhistorié ‘railroad engines,
railroadcars and associatedrailroad equipmentof historicalinterestand value,
having an appraisedvalue of $1,200,000presently locatedat the Railroad
Museum of Pennsylvaniain Strasburg,Pennsylvania,and providing for the
custodyof suchengines,carsand equipment.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. ThePennsylvaniaDepartmentof Justice,with theapproval
of the Governor,is hereby authorizedand directed on behalf of the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniato accept certain railroad engines,
railroad cars, railroad artifacts and railroad memorabiliahaving an
appraisedvalueof $1,200,000,aspartialpaymentof thedebtevidencedby
a certain Series D Serial Note DSY0006O9 of The Penn Central
Corporation,in thedenominationof $2,449,000,maturingon December
31, 1979,now beingheld in thecustodyof thePennsylvaniaDepartmentof
Treasury.

Section2. The historical railroad engines, railroad cars, railroad
artifacts and railroad memorabilia, owned by The Penn Central
Corporation and presently located at the Railroad Museum of
Pennsylvaniaat Strasburg,Pennsylvania,andwhicharethesubjectof this
act are:

Serial NoteDSY0006O9,theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniashallaccept
the following as satisfactionof the debtevidencedby The PennCentral
CorporationSeriesD SerialNote DSY0006O9:

(1) Good and sufficient instruments of transfer conveying
unencumberedtitle to the itemsdescribedin section 2.

(2) The sum of $1,249,000for application to the balanceof the
principal due on The Penn CentralCorporationSeriesD SerialNote
DSY000609afterapplyingtheappraisedvalueof$1,200,000of the items
describedin section2.

(3) The sum of $85,715for interest to maturity.
Section4. The Department of Justice, with the approval of the

Governor,is authorizedto executeany and all documentsto accomplish
the provisionsof this act.

Section 5. Custodyof the itemsdescribedin section 2 is and shall be
placed in the PennsylvaniaHistoricaland MuseumCommissionfor the
purposeof theperpetualcareandexhibition of suchitemsat theRailroad
Museumof Pennsylvaniain Strasburg,Pennsylvania.

Section6. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
