AN ACT

SB 857

Amendingthe act of March7, 1901 (P.L.20, No.14), entitled “An act for the
governmentof cities of the secondclass,” authorizinggrantsto be madeto
nonprofitart corporationsby cities of the secondclassandsecondclass A.

The General Assembly of the ‘Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section3 of Article XIX, act of March 7, 1901 (P.L.20,
No.14), entitled “An act for the governmentof cities of the second
class,” is amendedby addingaclauseto read:

ARTICLE XIX.

Section 3. Every city of the secondclass, in its corporatecapacity,
is authorizedand empoweredto enact ordinancesfor the following
purposes,in addition to theotherpowersgrantedby this act:

XL V. To appropriatemoneysannually, not exceedingan amount
equalto one mill of the real estatetax, to anynonprofitart corpora-
tion for the conductof its artistic and cultural activities. For the
purposesof this sectionnonprofitart corporation shall meana local
arts council, commission or coordinating agency, or any other
nonprofit corporation engagedIn the production or display of works
of art, including the visual, written or performingarts. Artistic and
cultural activities shall include the display or production of theater,
music, dance, painting, architecture, sculpture, arts and crafts,
photography,film, graphicarts and designandcreativewriting.

Section2. It is the intent of this act that the powersextendedto
cities of the secondclass likewise extendto cities of the secondclass
A.

Section3. This act shalltake effect in 60 days.
