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Establishingthe responsibilitiesandliabilities of ski areaoperatorsand skiers

in the sport of skiing.
The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania

herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Short title.
This act shall be knownand may be cited as the “Skiing Responsi-

bility Act.”
Section2. Legislativepurpose.

The General Assembly finds that the sport of downhill skiing is
practiced by a large number of citizens of Pennsylvaniaand also
attracts to Pennsylvanialarge numbersof nonresidentssignificantly
contributingto the economyof Pennsylvania.It is recognizedthat as
in someothersports, thereare inherent risks in the sport of downhill
skiing.
Section3. Voluntary assumptionof risk.

The doctrine of voluntaryassumptionof risk as it applies to down-
hill skiing injuries and damageshasnot beenmodified by 42 Pa.C.S.
§ 7102 (relating to comparativenegligence).
Section4. Effective date.

This act shall takeeffect immediately.
