Amending Title 42 (Judiciaryand Judicial Procedure)of the Pennsylvania
Consolidated Statutes, by providing for the transportation of juries in
certaincriminal cases.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Title 42, act of November25, 1970 (P.L.707, No.230),
known as the PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,is amended by
addingasection to read:
§ 8702. Impaneling jury from another county,

(a) General rule.—If, upon motion and following a hearing, the
court of commonpleas determinesthat a fafr and impartial jury
cannotbe impaneledin the county wherethe criminal complaint is
filed, as an alternative to issuingan order for a changeof venuethe
court may dfrect that jurors be impaneledfrom another county. The
orderfor Impanelmentof ajury from anothercountyshall becertified
forthwith to the SupremeCourt which shall designateandnotify the
countyofImpanelment.

(b) Impanelmentand transportation.— Thefury shall be Impaneled
as In other casesIn the county wherethejury Is to be impaneledand
transportedto thecounty wherethe complaintIsfiled.

(c) Paymentof costs.—Allcosts Incurred under this sectionshall
bepaidby thecounty wherethe complaintIsfiled.

(d) Change of venuepowers unaffected.—Thissection does not
lessenthe powerof the court of commonpleasto ordera changeof
venue.

Section 2. This actshall take effect immediately.
