Amendingthe actof February1, 1966 (1965 P.L.1656, No.581),entitled “An
act concerningboroughs,and revising,amendingandconsolidatingthe law
relating to boroughs,” prohibiting fee sharing among boroughofficers,
employesandconsultantsor personscontractingfor personalserviceswith
theborough.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 1402, act of February1, 1966 (1965 P.L.1656,
No.581), known as “The Borough Code,” is amendedby adding a
subsectionto read:

Section 1402. Regulationof Contracts._** *

(f) Noperson,consultant,firm or corporationcontractingwith the
boroughfor purposesof renderingpersonalor professionalservicesto
the boroughshall share with anyborough officeror employe,and no
borough officeror employeshall accept,anyportion of thecompensa-
tion or feespaid by the boroughfor the contractedservicesprovided
to the boroughexceptunderthefollowing termsor conditions:

(1) Full disclosureofall relevant informationregarding thesharing
of the compensationor fees shall be made to the council of the
borough.

(2) The council of the borough mustapprove the sharing of any
feeor compensationfor personalor professionalservicesprior to the
performanceof saidservices.

(3) No fee or compensationfor personal or professionalservices
maybesharedexceptfor work actuallyperformed.

(4) No sharedfee or compensationfor personalor professional
servicesmay be paid at a rate in excessof that commensuratefor
similar personalor professionalservices.

Section 2. Section 1411 of theact is amendedto read:
Section 1411. Architects andEngineersEmployedProhibitedFrom

Bidding on Public Works; Penalty.—It shall be unlawful for any
architector engineer,in the employ of any borough,and engagedin
the preparationof plans, specificationsor estimates,to bid on any
public work at any letting of such work by the borough,except that
any such architect or engineerwho shall have preparedpreliminary
plans only shall not be prohibited from bidding on the final contract
for suchwork.

It shall be unlawful for the officers of any borough chargedwith
the duty of letting any public work, to award a contract to any such
architect or engineer,in the employ of the borough to be in anywise
interested in any contract for public work for the borough or to
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receive any remunerationor gratuity from any person interestedin
such contract exceptunder the termsand conditionsasprovidedIn
sectIon1402(f).

Any personviolating any of the provisions of this section shall
forfeit his office, and shall be guilty of a misdemeanor,and on
conviction thereof,shall be sentencedto paya fine not exceedingfive
hundred dollars ($500), or to undergo imprisonment for not more
thansix months,or both.

Section3. This act shalltakeeffect in 60 days.
