Amending the act of May 1, 1933 (P.L.103, No.69), entitled “An act
concerningtownshipsof the secondclass; andamending,revising, consoli-
dating, and changing the law relating thereto,” increasingthe allowable
expensefor attendingtheannualmeetingof townshipsupervisors.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section612, act of May 1, 1933 (P.L.103, No.69),
known as “The Second Class Township Code,” reenacted and
amendedJuly 10, 1947 (P.L.1481, No.567) and amendedMay 21,
1976 (P.L.146,No.70), is amendedto read:

Section612. Expensesand Mileage.—The expensesallowed the
delegatesattending the annual meeting may be in an amount not
exceeding[fifty dollarsi seventy-five dollars per day for eachdelegate
for not more than four daysincluding the time employed in traveling
theretoandtherefrom,togetherwith [twelve centsper mile ml mileage
going to andreturning from suchmeeting.

Section2. This actshalltakeeffect immediately.
