Amending the act of May 13, 1915 (P.L.286, No.177), entitled,as amended,
“An act to provide for the health, safety, and welfare of minors: By
forbidding their employmentor work in certain establishmentsandoccupa-
tions, andunder certain specifiedages; by restricting their hoursof labor,
and regulatingcertainconditionsof their employment;by requiring employ-
ment certificatesfor certainminors, andprescribingthe kinds thereof,and
the rules for the issuance,reissuance,filing, return, and recording of the
same;by providing that the Industrial Boardshall, undercertainconditions,
determineand declarewhether certain occupationsare within the prohibi-
tions of this act; requiring certain abstractsand notices to be posted;
providing for the enforcementof this act by the Secretaryof Labor and
Industry, the representativeof school districts, and police officers; and
defining the procedurein prosecutionsthereunder,andestablishingcertain
presumptionsin relation thereto; providing for the issuanceof special
permits for minors engaging in the entertainmentand related fields;
providing penaltiesfor the violation of the provisionsthereof; and repealing
all actsor parts of acts inconsistenttherewith,” providing for the issuance
of specialpermits for motion picture filming.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section7.1, act of May 13, 1915 (P.L.286, No.177),
knownas the “Child Labor Law,” is amendedby addinga subsection
to read:

Section7.1. * * *

(a.1) In addition to anypermit authorizedby subsection(a), the
departmentshall be authorizedto issue specialpermitsfor the tempo-
rary employmentof minors, agesevenand underageeighteen,aspart
of the performingcast in theproductionof a motionpicture, if the
departmentdeterminesthat adequateprovisionhas beenmadefor the
educationalinstruction, supervision,healthand welfare of the minor.
Unlessthe departmentdeterminesthat morerestrictive conditionsare
necessary,specialpermitsauthorizedby this subsectionshall authorize
minors, age sevenand under age eighteen, to work as part of the
performingcastfor forty-fourhours in any one weekand eight hours
in any one day. Time spenton the set or on location while on call
shall be excludedfrom any cakulation of the maximumnumber of
hours authorizedby this subsectionif the departmentdeterminesthat
adequateprovision has been madefor the child’s education,super-
vision and welfare during such Intervals. The departmentmayrestrict
the numberof hours which may be spenton call by the minor. The
departmentmay waive, in whole or in part, restrictions containedin
this act and in anyotheract, on the timeof day or night allowedfor
engagingin the employmentauthorized by this subsection, if the
departmentdeterminesthat such waiver is necessaryto preservethe
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artistic Integrity of the motion picture and further determinesthat
such waiver will not impair the educationalinstruction, supervision,
health and welfare of the minor. Specialpermits authorizedby this
subsectionshall be valid for a period of time not to exceedsix
months.

Section 2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
