Amending the act of April 28, 1978 (P.L.202,No.53), entitled “A supplement
to the act of July 9, 1976 (P.L.586, No.142), entitled ‘An act amending
Titles 42 (JudiciaryandJudicial Procedure),15 (Corporationsand Unincor-
poratedAssociations),18 (Crimes andOffenses)and 71 (StateGovernment)
of the PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes, adding revised, codified and
compiled provisionsrelating to judiciary and judicial procedure,including
certain judicially enforceablerights, duties, immunities and liabilities and
separatelyenacting certain related provisions of law,’ making revisions,
corrections and additions relating to judiciary and judicial procedure,
including certain judicially enforceablerights, duties, immunities and liabili-
ties, adding certain provisions of existing law to and making conforming
andeditorial changesin certainprovisionsof the PennsylvaniaConsolidated
Statutes,fixing the generaleffective dateof the act as supplementedhereby
and repealingcertain acts and partsof acts suppliedby the act as supple-
mentedhereby or by otheracts or otherwiseobsolete,”delayingthe effec-
tive dateof a repealof provisionsrelating to postconviction hearings.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. As much as relatesto the act of January25, 1966 (1965
P.L.1580,No.554), known as the “Post Conviction Hearing Act,” in
section2(a), act of April 28, 1978 (P.L.202, No.53), known as the
“Judiciary Act RepealerAct,” is amendedto read:

Section2. Repeals.—(a) Except as otherwise expresslyprovided
in this subsection, the following acts and parts of acts are hereby
repealedabsolutely:

Act of January 25, 1966 (1965 P.L.1580, No.554), known as the
“Post Conviction Hearing Act.” ISection4(b) shall be applicable to
the repeal of the act (exceptsection 11).J Exceptfor section11 which
was repealedeffectiveJune27, 1978, the remainingprovisionsof the
actarerepealedeffectiveJune27, 1981.

Section2. This act shall take effect immediately. If this act is
enactedsubsequentto June27, 1980, it shall be retroactiveto June27,
1980.
