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Amendingtheact of June22, 1964 (lstSp.Sess.,P.L.84,No.6), entitled “An
act to codify, amend,revise and consolidatethe laws relating to eminent
domain,” further providing for abandonmentof certainprojects.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section410, actof June22, 1964 (1st Sp.Sess.,P.L.84,
No.6), knownas the “Eminent DomainCode,” is amendedto read:

Section410. Abandonmentof .Project.—(a) If a condemnorhas
condemneda fee and thereafterabandonsthe purposefor which the
property has beencondemned,the condemnormay disposeof it by
sale or otherwise: Provided, however, That if the property has not
been substantiallyimproved, it may not be disposedof within three
yearsafter condemnationwithout first beingofferedto thecondemnee
at the same price paid to the condemneeby the condemnor:And
providedfurther, That if theproperty is not locatedwithin the corpo-
rate boundariesof a countyof the first or secondclassand has not
beensubstantiallyimprovedand wrzsdevotedto agricultural useat the
time of the condemnation,it may not be disposedof within twelve
yearsafter condemnationwithoutfirst beingofferedto the condemnee
at the sameprice paid to the condemneeby the condemnor.The
condemneeshallbe servedwith noticeof the offer in the samemanner
as prescribedfor the serviceof noticesin subsection(b) of section405
of this act, and shall haveninety days after receiptof such notice to
makewritten acceptancethereof.

(b) As usedin thissection:
“Agricultural commodity” means any and all plant and animal

productsincludingChristmastreesproducedIn thisStatefor commer-
cial purposes.

“Agricultural use” means use of the land for the purpose of
producingan agricultural commodityor whendevotedto andmeeting
the requfrementsand qualificationsfor paymentsor other compensa-
tion pursuantto a soil conservationprogramunderan agreementwith
an agencyof the Federal Government.Land containinga farmhouse
or other buildingsrelated tofarmiAg shall be deemedto be in agricul-
tural use.

Section 2. This act shalltakeeffect immediatelyand shall apply to
all propertywhich hasnot beendisposedby acondemnorprior to the
dateof enactmentthereof.
