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SB 467

Amending the act of August 21, 1953 (P.L.1323,No.373), entitled “An act
concerning notaries public; and amending, revising, consolidating and
changingthe law relating thereto,” further providing for the mannerof
paymentof applicationfees.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section5, act of August 21, 1953 (P.L.1323,No.373),
knownas “The Notary Public Law,” is amendedto read:

Section5. Application to Becomea Notary Publk.—Applications
for appointmentto the office of notary public shall be madeto the
Secretaryof the Commonwealth,on forms prescribedand furnished
by him, and shall be accompaniedby a fee of twenty-five dollars
($25), payable to the order of “StateTreasurer,” by money order,
Icertifiedi check,or draft. Eachapplicationshall bearthe endorsement
of the Senatorof the district in which the applicantresides,or, in the
caseof a vacancyin that senatorialdistrict, shall be endorsedby the
Senatorof anadjacentdistrict.

Before issuing to any applicanta commissionas notary public, the
Secretaryof the Commonwealthshall satisfyhimself that the applicant
is of good moral character,andis familiar with the dutiesandrespon-
sibilities of a notary public. Such qualifying requirementsmay be
waived in the case of reappointmentor appointmentsof persons
making applicationwithin six (6) months after the expiration of a
previous term as notary public, or appointmentsof personswho were
prevented from applying for reappointmentor from applying for
appointment,within the six (6) month extensionperiod mentioned
above, by reasonof their induction or enlistmentin the armedforces
of the United States, if applicationis madewithin one (1) year after
military discharge of the applicant, under conditions other than
dishonorable.

Section2. This actshalltakeeffect in 30 days.
