Amending the act of August 24, 1963 (P.L.1132, No.484), entitled “An act
providing for the creation, establishmentand operation of community
colleges, granting certain powers to the State Board of Education, the
Council of Higher Educationand the Departmentof Public Instruction;
authorizing school districts, countyboardsof school directorsandmunici-
palities to sponsor community colleges; authorizing school districts and
municipalities to levy certain taxes; providing for reimbursementsby the
Commonwealthof certain costs and expenses,and making an appropria-
tion,” further providing for paymentsby the Commonwealthandproviding
for the statusof thesubmissionof the budget.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection(b) of section6, act of August 24, 1963
(P.L.1132, No.484), known as the “Community College Act of
1963,” amendedOctober26, 1965 (P.L.651, No.322), is amendedto
read:

Section6. PowersandDutiesof Boardof Trustees.~~* *

(b) Contractsshall be enteredinto and otheracts shall be doneby
the board of trusteesof a community college in the name of the
community college. The board of trustees shall submit an annual
budget for considerationand approval by the local sponsor. The
submissionof the budgetby the board of trusteesshall constitute a
“formal action” as defined by the act of July 19, 1974 (P.L.486,
No.175), referred to as the Public Agency Open Meeting Law. The
board of trusteesshall supervisethe expenditureof appropriations
madeby the local sponsorand shall conductthe businessaffairs of
the community college in accordancewith rules, regulations and
proceduresapprovedby the local sponsor.All property purchasedby
or grantedto the board of trusteesof a community college shall be
held in the nameof a community college on behalf of the local
sponsorof the college.

Section2. Subsection(b) of section14 of the act, amendedJuly
18, 1974 (P.L.480,No.173), is amendedto read:

Section 14. Financial Program; Reimbursementor Payments.—

(b) (1) The Commonwealthshall payto a community collegeon
behalf of the sponsor on account of its operatingcosts during the
fiscal yearfrom fundsappropriatedfor thatpurposean amountequal
to one-third of such college’s approvedoperatingcosts not to exceed
one thousandfive hundreddollars ($1,500)for fiscal yearsup to and
including 1979-1980 and one thousand eight hundred dollars ($1,800)
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for fiscal year 1980-1981and thereafterper studentmultiplied by the
numberof equivalentfull-time studentsdeterminedby an audit to be
made in a mannerprescribedby the State Board of Education. In
addition the Commonwealthshall pay to a community college on
account of its operating costs for all equivalent full-time students
enrolled in two-year or less than two-year terminal non-liberal arts
programs,a sum of one hundredand fifty dollars ($150) for each
such equivalent full-time student. The Secretaryof Educationshall
have the power and his duty shall be to designatethe programsof
studywhich conform to the intent of this act.Eachcommunitycollege
shall maintain such accounting and studentattendancerecords on
generallyacceptedprinciples and standardsas will lend themselvesto
satisfactoryaudit. The Commonwealth shall pay to a community
collegeon behalfof the sponsoron accountof its capital expensesan
amount equal to one-half of such college’s annual capital expenses
from funds appropriatedfor that purposeto the extent that said
capitalexpenseshavebeenapprovedas hereinprovided.

(2) For purposesof determining Commonwealthreimbursementof
operating costs,Federallyfundedexpendituresfor thoseprogramsIn
which the CommonwealthparticipatesIn the cost shall be deducted
from total operatingexpendituresto determinenet reimbursableoper-
ating costs.

Section3. This act shall takeeffect immediatelyandshallbe retro-

activeto July 1, 1980.
