Section2. Paymentsto PennsylvaniaState University on account

of the appropriationsfor all itemsas provided in section 1 exceptfor
instruction - Doctor of Medicine shall be made on the basis of costs
duringthe fiscalyear.

Paymentsfor instruction - Doctor of Medicine shall be madeon
the basis of full-time students enrollment at a rate not to exceed
$7,465per student.

Section3. If necessary,the PennsylvaniaState University may
transfer funds amongthe appropriationslisted in section1, clauses
(1), (2), (3), (4) and (5): Provided,That the aggregateamount trans-
ferred into or out of each appropriationduring the fiscal year shall
not exceed 5% of the amount specifically appropriatedfor that
purpose.

Section8. In addition to the abQverequirementsrelative to this
appropriation,each report covering the 12-month period beginning
September1, 1980,shall includefor all programsof the university:

(2) Number of bachelor’sdegrees,master’s degrees,first profes-
sionaldegrees,anddoctoral degreesawardedin 1978, 1979, 1980 and
estimated1981.

The university shall report its revenues and expenditures and
presentits financial statementsrequired under the provisionsof this
act in accordancewith “Higher EducationFinanceManual” (1975).

Section9. The university shall provide such information as may
be necessaryto carry out the provisionsof this act and in such form
andmanneras the Departmentof Educationmayprescribe.

Section 10. The PennsylvaniaState University shall report its
revenuesandexpendituresandpresentits financial statementsrequired
under the provisionsof this act in accordancewith generallyaccepted
accountingprinciplesandproceduresfor educationalinstitutionsas set
forth in “Higher EducationFinanceManual” United StatesDepart-
ment of Health,Educationand Welfare(1975)with the exceptionsset
forth in the “Commonwealthof PennsylvaniaBudgetInstructionsfor
State Related Universities, PhaseI, Fiscal Year 1980-1981.”
