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AN ACT

Authorizing the Township of Harborcreek,Erie County, to utilize a portion
of land acquired pursuant to the provisions of the “Project 70 Land
Acquisition and Borrowing Act” for other than the prescribedrecreation,
conservationand historical purposes.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. The Township of Harborcreek,Erie County, is autho-
rized, subject to the acquisitionby it of replacementland, to use7.12
acresof the land acquiredby it pursuantto the provisionsof the act
of June22, 1964 (1st Sp.Sess.,P.L.131, No.8), known as the “Project
70 Land Acquisition and Borrowing Act,” included in the following
descriptionsfor generalmunicipal purposes.

Parcel“A” (North of Buffalo Road)
Beginning at a concretemonument, the northeastcorner of the

property. Thencesouth 37 degrees03 minutes 52 secondseast43.42
feet to a Concretemonumenton the north right-of-way of Buffalo
Road,an 80 foot row; thencesouth62 degrees40 minutes12 seconds
west along said right-of-way 498.37 feet to a concretemonument;
thencenorth 37 degrees03 minutes45 secondswest 43.48 feet to a
concretemonument;thence north 62 degrees40 minutes 12 seconds
east498.37feet to the placeof beginning. Containing.49 acre.

Parcel“B” (Southof Buffalo Road)
Beginningat a concretemonumentat the northwestcorner of the

property said point being on the south right-of-way line of Buffalo
Road an 80 foot right-of-way. Thencenorth 62 degrees40 minutes12
secondseastalong the southernright-of-way of Buffalo Road498.37
feet to a concretemonument;thencesouth37 degrees03 minutes52
secondseast 1470.01 feet to a concretemonumentpassing over a
concrete monument at 1222.24 feet; thence south 62 degrees40
minutes 12 secondswest 498.42feet to a concretemonument;thence
north 37 degrees03 minutes45 secondswest 1470.00feet to the place
of beginning.Containing16.58acres.

Section2. The Township of Harborcreek,Erie County, shall, for
the releaseof the use restrictions imposedby the “Project 70 Land
Acquisition and Borrowing Act” on the 7.12 acres described in
section 1, acquirereplacementland acceptableto the Departmentof
Community Affairs. The deed of transfer for the replacementland
shall recite that it was acquired for recreation, conservation and
historical purposesin accordancewith provisionsof theaforesaidact.
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Section 3. This act shall takeeffectin 60 days.
