Amendingtheactof May 1, 1933 (P.L.103,No.69),entitled “An actconcerning
townshipsof the secondclass; and amending,revising, consolidating,and
changingthe law relatingthereto,”furtherprovidingfor thepowersof town-
shipsupervisors.

TheGeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section702, actof May!, 1933 (P.L.103,No.69),known
as“The SecondClassTownshipCode,”reenactedandamendedJuly 10,
1947 (P.L.148!,No.567),is amendedby addingaclauseto read:

Section702. Supervisors to Exercise Powers.—The corporate
powersof townshipsof the secondclassshall be exercisedby thetown-
ship supervisors.Whereno specific authority is given for the expendi-
tures incident to the exerciseof any power hereinafterconferred,or
whereno specific fund is designatedfrom which suchexpenditures-shall
be made,appropriationsfor suchexpendituresshall be madeonly from
thegeneraltownshipfund. In additionto the dutiesimposedupon them
by section516hereof,theyshallhavepower
